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New tree decorating contest taking place downtown
MURRAY, KY— As part of the Main Street Merriment event, Murray Main Street is hosting Trail of Trees, a Christmas tree decorating competition. Non-profit organizations are offered the opportunity to win cash for their groups and raise awareness for their causes.  

The trees will be located in various storefronts in the downtown area.  "The Trail of Trees contest is a great way to make positive use of empty storefronts, which is where many of the trees are located," said Deana Wright, Murray Main Street manager.

Each tree will have a number and a corresponding box at the conference center, which is located at 201 S. 4th St. Each vote is $1 and there is no limit on the number of votes per person. All vote proceeds go to the corresponding organization. Voting will take place from December 5-December 19.  

Friday, during Main Street Merriment, votes will be accepted until 8 p.m.  After that, voting will take place Monday-Friday, from 8 a.m.-4:30 p.m.  All winners will be announced December 22.
